


DE-TOXING CHILD CARE CENTERS

In 2008, Toxic Free NC collaborated with the East Coast Migrant Head Start Project to
reduce toxic pesticide use in their childcare centers using a common-sense method called
Integrated Pest Management (IPM). East Coast serves mainly migrant farm worker families,
whose children are already at increased risk of take-home pesticide exposure from their
parents’ jobs. This project was an excellent opportunity to develop a pilot child care IPM
program that allowed us focus on the most vulnerable population prst.

During the year we successfully developed an in-depth child care IPM training, suite of
bilingual resource materials, and replicable curriculum. We trained staff members in two East
Coast centers to run effective IPM programs. In 2009, Toxic Free NC will share the model
we developed with child care centers across the state.

»»The child care IPM campaign is part of our Toxic-Free Kids program, whose goal is to protect
children’s health by getting toxic pesticides out of the places where they live, learn and play.

FAIR FOOD, FROM THE GROUND UP

In 2008, regular people from all across North Carolina met with their state representatives,
asking them to support safer work places for farm workers and to improve state
infrastructure for local organic agriculture. These Ambassadors for Just and Sustainable
Agriculture helped make possible an important legislative victory for farm worker justice
last year.

Toxic Free NC’s Ambassadors for Just & Sustainable Agriculture are a team of local activists
across the state who organize face-to-face meetings with elected ofpcials, strategize
and share information with others in their community who share their passion for just,
sustainably-produced local food. Toxic Free NC provides coaching and support on
organizing skills like effective meetings
with elected representatives.
